Section 18E(8)(C) of the act prohibits Worldwide Freight from giving a credit reporting agency personal information concerning 
myself / ourselves if Worldwide Freight has not first informed me / us that this may occur.

• Advice that payments are no longer overdue. 
• Cheques for $100.00 or more drawn by me / us which have been dishonored more than once. 
• In specific circumstances, that in the opinion of Worldwide Freight I / We have committed a serious credit infringement. 
• That credit provided to me / us by Worldwide Freight has been paid or otherwise discharged.
